
Gheorghe Flutur has been the president of Suceava County Council since 2016. 
 
Mr. Flutur was the head of the forestry office of the Suceava Forestry Department between 1991 
and 1997 and a forestry engineer in the Botoșani and Suceava Forestry Departments. Later, he 
was director of the Suceava Forestry Department between 1997 and 2000. 
 
Regarding his political career, Mr. Flutur was a Senator for Suceava County (2000-2008). During 
that period, he was a member of the Committee on Agriculture, Forestry and Food Industry, and 
a member of the parliamentary friendship groups with the Republic of Austria, the Republic of 
Chile and the Czech Republic. Between 2004 and 2006, Gheorghe Flutur also served as the 
Minister of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development. 
Later, Mr. Flutur became the President of the Suceava County Council (2008-2012), followed by 
a return to the Romanian Parliament as a Senator (2012-2016), acting as a member of the 
parliamentary friendship groups with the Eastern Republic of Uruguay, the Republic of Austria, 
the Republic of Peru and the Republic of Ecuador.  
 
He graduated from the Faculty of Forestry and Logging in Brasov.
